(Judges 17:6). When man becomes a law to
himself and tries to direct his own affairs
religiously he always makes a mess. “O
Lord, | know that the way of man is not in
himself: it is not in man that walketh to
direct his steps” (Jeremiah 10:23). Man left
to himself does not manage his life well.
The Bible is God’s spiritual ruler or
measuring stick. It is Heaven’s unchanging
standard. God has warned us about false
prophets. He said there are many of them.
“Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try
the spirits whether they are of God: because
many false prophets are gone out into the
world” (1 John 4:1). Everything and
everyone must be measured by the Bible.
Only the truth will set you free spiritually.
“And ye shall know the truth, and the truth
shall make you free” (John 8:32). We need
Jesus!
