Ecclesiastes 11:5 NAS95  Just as you do not know the path of the wind 
and how bones are formed in the womb of the pregnant woman, so you 
do not know the activity of God who makes all things. 

Numbers 21:5-9 NAS95  The people spoke against God and Moses,
